We have continued to make great progress across our
upcoming GA Community Clubs. These facilities will be
unique safe spaces built by and for the communities,
which will help coaches and youth come away with
improved life skills, values and knowledge to build their
own future and better their communities.

In Rwanda, where our programme will reintegrate youth
into society, the construction of the GA Community

Club has been completed and our first train the trainer
module has been delivered.

Meanwhile in India and the Philippines construction is
underway. In Haiti we have launched the second six-
week cycle of sessions in schools, which is focussed

on psychosocial support, covering stress, trauma
management and self-confidence. Watch this space for
more exciting updates on our latest GA Community Club
developments across the world.
